Install horizontally from bottom of wall upward in shingle fashion. Extend lower edge 2 to 3 inches over sill plate interface.
Fasten 8 inches on center along plates and 24-inch intervals at framing members. Increase fastening frequency around openings.
Overlap subsequent courses minimum 2 inches horizontally and 6 inches vertically.
Tape seams and integrate with flashing at windows, doors, and penetrations to maintain continuous drainage plane.
